HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR MEETING

MARCH 10, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Tim Asher, Executive Director Hardin County Chamber of Commerce, presented the Chamber Update.


Glenn Harrington, Member Hardin County Conservation District, presented the Hardin County Conversation 2009-2010 Budget.  Judge Berry instructed that the minutes reflect that the county had received the Hardin County Conservation 2009-2010 Budget.


Chris Shaw, Commonwealth Attorney, presented the Rocket Docket Update.

Chris Hunsinger, Planning and Development 
Judge Berry noted that the county had received the Planning and Development Audit for Fiscal 2008.


Vicki Brackett, Engineering

Tim Henson spoke on improper inspections in the county for septic systems.


Danny Allen, Road Department

Tim Henson, formerly with the Hardin County Health Department, asked the county to work with the Health Department to see that septic systems are installed properly.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Hardin County Education Television Contract for 2009-2010.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes. King yes.


Judge Berry addressed the court about the Landfill “Grate Rate” Discounts.  He pointed out that 250,000 tons were needed at the landfill to breakeven.  Currently we are experiencing a projected shortfall of $600,000 - $800,000.  The question arises, do we discount “out of county” waste by $2.00 a ton to generate more waste.


Steve Smith, Santek, informed the court that waste contracting was very tight.

Commissioner Brandenburg reported on the Solid Waste and Community Support Committee that met on March 10, 2009.


Commissioner King announced that the Resources and Emergency Service Committee scheduled for March 19, 2009 has been cancelled.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include approving payroll 03/06/09 with liability checks, payroll for 03/10/09 for commissioners and coroner expenses with liability checks, recurring expenses, and employee benefit refunds, approve Claims Batch Nos. 09-7010 and 08-7025, recurring batch nos. 08-7015 and 08-7099, approve Resolution No. 2009-027 for budget transfers, approve Resolution No. 2009-025 (Andrew Bailey), Resolution 2009-026 (Daniel Spratt) relating to Road Department Personnel, and Resolution 2009-028 (Donald Harned, Michael Martin, Brian Dugger, Charles Johnson, Stephen Johnson, Russell Harlow, Terry Burnworth, Jeffrey Gogol, Scott Mackey – Road Department Personnel) and (Jeff Thomas – Landfill Department), approve Fiscal Court Minutes dated 02/24/09 and 03/03/309, and approve Treasurer’s Report for February 2009.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.
