REGULAR MEETING

MARCH 24, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Jim Bruce, Hardin County Water District No. 1, presented an update and the 2009 Budget Presentation.

Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to amend Resolution No. 2009-031 to have a 30/70 split instead of 50% split, 30% to Hardin County and 70% to Santek, with a maximum reduction in income for the county to be $1.00 per ton.
