HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

CALLED MEETING

APRIL 23, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Special Called Hardin County Fiscal Court meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.  


Kendra Stewart, Radcliff Chamber of Commerce, presented the Chamber Update.


Dr. Bill Lee, Hardin County Coroner, presented the February and March Report.


The Magisterial Reapportionment Committee Recommendations was presented to the court by Hardin County Clerk Kenny Tabb.


Dennis Parrett, Commission Member of Magisterial Reapportionment Committee, pointed out that two of the members favored returning to the district as was prior to Commissioner Form of Government.  One reason for this was the 2000 census date was used, and another commission will be formed in 2011 to deal with 2010 census.  Secondly, the division between city and county would not be in the best interest of the people.  The old districts were very close to each other in population.


Danny Percell, Commission Member, presented maps of his proposal to the court members and the media.  He feels that city residents and county residents have different needs and services that they require.  Under the old format, Elizabethtown had five magisterial districts out of the eight.  Elizabethtown could have five magistrates under this format and this would not be fair.  Fifty-six percent of the readers of the News Enterprise Poll agreed with his proposal.  He spoke to mayors and city council members, a former commissioner member and fiscal court members.  Any changes required after 2010 will be minimal under his plan.

The judge and the fiscal court thanked and commended the commissioners for their work and effort.


County Attorney, Steve Bland, pointed out to the court that by end of the day on June 22, 2009 a decision will have to be made.


Rik Hawkins, Elizabethtown, addressed the court and spoke on supporting the 2 to 1 decision of the Magisterial Reapportionment Committee.  He pointed out that this was the intent of the voters.


Kenny Tabb, Hardin County Clerk, presented the Hardin County Clerk’s March Report.


Commissioner King’s Resource and Emergency Management Committee met and looked at Worker’s Compensation.  The committee has received one bid on touch screen panel for the detention center.

King moved and Hay seconded to approve the purchase of a touch screen control panel for the detention center not to exceed $50,000.00.  Voting:  King ye, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


Commissioner Brandenburg’s Solid Waste Community Support Committee reported that Santek reported on some issues at the landfill.  He also reported that an E-Scrap Day will be held at AGC Facility on Saturday. 


Commissioner Hay’s Planning, Engineering and Public Works Committee reported that the debris pickup continues and will continue until May 6.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-049 regarding County Road Aid Coop Program Contract for $890,528.00.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-051 regarding Municipal Aid Coop Contract for $36,649.00.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.

King moved and Hay seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include approving payroll with liability checks dated 04/17/09 and recurring expenses, approve Claims Batch No. 10-7023, and approve Resolution No. 2009-050 relating to budget transfers, approve Resolution No. 2009-052 relating to E-911 personnel (April M. Grey and Kathleen A. Murphy), approve Hardin County Detention Center’s March 2009 report, approve Solid Waste and Community Support Committee minutes dated 04/14/09, approve Resource and Emergency Management Committee minutes dated 04/16/09 and approve Fiscal Court minutes dated 04/07/2009.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.

Judge Berry announced that a Special Called Meeting for April 30th will deal with the Judge’s Budget Presentation.
