HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

WORKING SESSION

MAY 05, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Working Session to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


The 2009/2010 Budget was discussed.  Commissioner Brandenburg was concerned about the amount of money allocated for the Road Department to repair roads.  He wants the county to be mindful as to the condition of the roads and not let them get into such a shape that it will be costly to repair.


Commissioner Hay pointed out that more roads are being added each year to the county maintenance.  He said for several years that the road department had stayed within their budget and returned money to the county at the end of the fiscal year.


Judge Berry wanted the counties to continue lobbying the state to make sure the state provides the funding that they have funded in the past.


Commissioner King stated that the only place that he could see providing additional revenue is the surplus fund.


Committee Updates:


Commissioner King’s Resources and Emergency Services Committee has a meeting on May 6th at 2:30 and then on the 21st at the Emergency Services Building at 5:00.


Commissioner Brandenburg with the Solid Waste and Community Support Committee had nothing to report.


Commissioner Hay with the Engineering, Planning, and Public Work’s Committee reported that the state contractors would end their pick-up on May 6th for debris going to the Springfield Road Site.  He reported that his committee will meet on May 18th.


Judge Berry reported that the scheduled meeting for May 12th will be cancelled and the meeting will be on May 13th at 3:30 P.M.


Jim Roberts, Deputy Judge, gave an update on the debris pickup.  He felt that 85% of the debris had been picked up.  The state had extended their contract until May 16th.  July 16th is the projected date the county will have completed the debris pickup.  $1.77 million dollars is the projected cost of the clean up.

Judge Berry adjourned the Working Session, without objection, and requested that the court assemble near maps on the wall depicting proposals for magisterial reapportionment.
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
