SPECIAL CALLED AND WORKING MEETING

JUNE 02, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Special Called Meeting of the Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Final discussion prior to approving first reading of Proposed Budget for 2009/2010 was held.


Judge Berry presented a slide presentation of the Re-Financing of the landfill debt.  He made several recommendations, from refinancing 1.3 million of landfill debt to extending 2 year payoff to 6 years, to balancing budget with $200,000 General Revenue Funding.


Chris Shaw, Commonwealth Attorney, appeared before the court to discuss “Rocket Docket”.  He requested an additional $20,000 to the original $50,000 budgeted in order to have a prosecuting attorney.


Judge Berry moved and Hay seconded to approve First Reading of Ordinance No. 265, Series 2009 for the FY 2009/2010 Budget.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


Judge Berry presented two new proposals for Magisterial Reapportionment.


Commissioner King felt that city magistrates and county magistrates would not be a good situation, due to responsibilities of “city” magistrate not being as great as “rural” magistrate.


The “Called” Session was adjourned, without objection, Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry presiding.
