JUNE 9, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Judge Berry announced that Hardin County was the first in the state to be certified as a Drug-Free Workplace.  


Deputy Judge Jim Roberts recognized several guests Lucretia Johnson of Kentucky Division Director of  Worker’s Claims, Joe Greathouse Director of Insurance for KACO, Cathy Phillips of KACO, Tara Aziz of KACO, and Gary Moberly of Moberly Associates.

Mr. Moberly announced the discount that Hardin County would receive from KACO Insurance.  He commended Deputy Judge Jim Roberts for his efforts.  Hardin County not only is the first county to receive this certification, but in addition will receive a savings from Worker’s Compensation premiums.


Mr. Joe Greathouse, KACO, presented a check to Judge Berry in the amount of $23,645.00 as a result of the certification as a drug-free workplace.


Lucretia Johnson presented the certification to Judge Berry.


Tim Asher, Executive/Director Elizabethtown-Hardin County Chamber of Commerce, presented the Chamber Update.
