Brandenburg moved and Judge Berry seconded to approve Second Reading of Ordinance No. 267, Series 2009 regarding reapportionment of Magisterial District Compromise No. 2.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King no, Brandenburg yes.


Brandenburg moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-076 to accept a bid and negotiate a contract for dead animal removal program.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve non-public school transportation contract with Hardin County Schools.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.

Brandenburg moved and King seconded to approve Revised Resolution No. 2009-060 regarding county health insurance coverage.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


Brandenburg moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-077 reappointing Jack Holman to the Planning Board of Adjustments.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.
