REGULAR MEETING

AUGUST 25, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Mr. Rick Hawkins of the Hardin County Veteran’s Tribute Project along with Mr. Rich Griendling and Gary Broadway made a presentation of the star shaped walkway and five bronze sculptures of each service organization that is being proposed for the new city park north of Freeman Lake.

Chris Hunsinger, Director of Planning and Development and Board Members of the Planning and Development Commission presented on the proposed Hardin County Development Guidance System for 2009.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve First Reading of Ordinance 269, Series 2009 relating to the Hardin County Development Guidance System 2009.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


Judge Berry moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Amendment No. 1 to Hardin County’s Landfill Management Contract with Santek.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


Brandenburg moved and King seconded to approve amendment to agreement with Kentucky Agricultural Development Board relating to Deceased Farm Animal Program.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


The court members discussed the Magistrates salary for the next term.


Judge Berry reported on the recent bond issue to finance the landfill and the amount of money that was saved as a result of this refinancing.  He reported on problems with collecting methane gas at the landfill and how that had been resolved.  He also mentioned the upcoming tire amnesty program that will be conducted in the county.

Commissioner Brandenburg with the Solid Waste and Community Support Committee also spoke on the gas wells at the landfill.


Commissioner King with the Resources and Emergency Services Committee reported on the August 4th and 20th committee meetings.
