HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR MEETING
SEPTEMBER 22, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Judge Berry presented a Proclamation to Shane Crutcher of Rineyville Fire Department for outstanding service to his community and being named the Fort Knox Firefighter of the Year.


Kenny Tabb, Hardin County Clerk, presented the Hardin County Clerk’s Audit for 2008.

Jailer Louis Lawson presented the Hardin County Detention Center’s August Report


Hay moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-106 relating to the Rural Secondary Road Program Agreement with the Commonwealth of Kentucky.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve Road Department Office Manager’s Job Description.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


Hay moved and Judge Berry seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-107 relating to Road Department personnel (Gary Stewart and Rebecca Thomas).  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Judge Berry reviewed the proposed Magistrate pay for the next term.  


Judge Berry moved and no one seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-100 fixing the Magistrate’s base pay of 17,615 for the term beginning January 2011.  Failure to receive a second, motion failed. 


Commissioner King presented a slide program that included the responsibilities of a magistrate/commissioner.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-100 fixing the annual pay for Magistrate’s effective January 3, 2011 at an amount equal to the base pay for a commissioner in the year 2010, less 10%.  Furthermore the pay will be adjusted each year based on the Consumer Price Index.  Upon further discussion Commissioner King withdrew motion and Hay withdrew second.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-100 fixing the annual base pay for Magistrates at $27,887.49 effective January 03, 2011.  Additional discussion followed.

Judge Berry moved and no one seconded to amend the motion to change the health insurance for magistrates from the hospital to the county.  Failure to receive a second, motion failed.


Brandenburg moved and no one seconded to set the salary at $25,000.00 for magistrates and leave the insurance at the hospital.  Failure to receive a second, motion failed.


Brandenburg moved and Judge Berry seconded to postpone original motion for three weeks.  Voting:  King no, Brandenburg yes, Hay no, Judge Berry yes.  Motion failed.

King moved and Hay seconded to amend original motion from $27,887.49 to $25,000.00 for the Magistrates salary.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry no, King yes.



Voting on the original motion:  Hay yes, Judge Berry no, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


Judge Berry announced that some of the Carbon Credits had been sold for the landfill in gross sales of $67,000.


Commissioner Comments, Reports, and Recommendations:

Commissioner King of the Resources and Emergency Services Committee reported on his committee meeting.  The Fire Advisory Board recommended that Central Hardin Fire Department receive $8,250.00 for a washer-extractor to clean firefighter gear.


Committee approved $7,455.00 on behalf of White Mills Fire Department for the purchase of SCBA fiberglass bottles.


Recommended approval of $7,500.00 for Rineyville Fire Department to purchase a 

Wildland Fire Attack Skid Unit.


Recommended that the Hardin County Fire Chief’s Association be allotted $4,179.75 for the purchase of a laptop computer and software program.


King moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve the above recommendations of the Resources and Emergency Services Committee Meeting of September 17, 2009.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve the Resources and Emergency Services Committee recommendations of Jailer Louis Lawson to increase inmate capacity by 75 additional beds at a cost of $50,000.00.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Commissioner Hay reported on his Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee Meeting of September 21, 2009.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to allow the following roads into the county maintenance system:  Trinity Road, Sarah Court, Ryders Court and extension of Genrose Drive.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


Commissioner Brandenburg reported on the Solid Waste and Community Support Committee meeting held on September 08, 2009.


Commissioner Hay announced the Rineyville Festival to be held in two weeks.


 Commissioner King announced the Bluegrass Festival at Vine Grove this weekend.

Judge Berry removed item 7D (Resolution No. 2009-105) from the Consent Agenda for separate discussion and vote.


Judge Berry moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-105.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include approving 09/18/09 payroll, approve Claims Batch No. 03-8022, approve Resolution No. 2009-108 relating to financial transfers, approve Hardin Count Detention Center’s August 2009 report, approve Solid Waste Committee minutes dated 09/08/09, approve Resources and Emergency Services Committee minutes dated 09/17/09, approve Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee minutes dated 09/21/09, and approve Fiscal Court minutes dated 09/08/09 by correcting Waste Time to Waste Tire.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.
