Judge Berry moved and Hay seconded to approve the Hardin County Clerk’s 2010 Budget. Voting:  King yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve Jailer’s Bond, Judge/Executive’s Bond, Fiscal Court Position Bonds, Deputy Sheriff’s Bond (Donna Cross), and County Revenue Bond (Charlie Williams) for 2010 along with increase riders for Sheriff Williams and Deputy Sheriff Cross. Commissioner King with the Resources and Emergency Services Committee brought before the court three proposals.
